1. NAME

2. AIM

5. LIFE MEMBERS




The association shall be called `STAFFORDSHIRE COUNTY NETBALL ASSOCIATION' here under referred to as 'The Association'.

The aim of The Association shall be to promote and foster netball

throughout Staffordshire.

a) All schools, clubs, college's universities and individuals, are eligible

for affiliation to The Association.

b) The Association is affiliated annually to The All England Netball 

Association Ltd; and bound by the rules of that Association.

c)  The Association is also affiliated to the West Midlands Netball 

Association.

a) The financial year shall end on the 31St December and a financial 

statement, which will be presented at the next Annual General

Meeting, will be prepared.

b) Annual affiliation fees, decided by the committee, shall be due on 

the 1s' September and shall be paid by the 31St October.

Life membership may be awarded to suitable candidates at any time. 

6. ELECTION OF OFFICERS AND COMMITTEE 

a) The election of Officers and Committee shall be at the Annual General Meeting. 

b) Honorary Officers shall be President and Vice President. 

c) The elected officers shall be, Chairman, Vice Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer. 

d) The following elected officers shall also serve as Committee Members: Affiliation 

Secretary, Coaching Secretary, Umpiring Secretary, Development Officer, English 

County League Secretary. Team Manager, Tournament & Events Officer, Publicity Officer Schools Representative. 

e) A representative from each League [Cheadle, Newcastle, Stafford, Stoke-on-Trent, 

Leek & District] affiliated to The Association, shall be entitled to attend committee 

meetings. 

f)  A minimum of two ordinary members shall be entitled to attend committee 

meetings. 

7. MEETINGS 

a) The Committee shall set up sub committees as and when required. 

b) Three committee meetings shall be held each year, and require a quorum of five 

members. 

c) The committee may co-opt other members to attend a meeting as and when 

required. 
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d) An Extraordinary General Meeting may be convened: 

By order of the chairman or secretary 

-
By order of the group committee and / or minimum of 5 members. 

Upon written request by club members: minimum of 10 

e) Each request shall state the purpose for which a meeting is required and shall set 

out any resolution, which it is desired to propose. 

8. AGM 

a) An Annual General Meeting will be held during May each year. 

b)  Notification of an Annual General Meeting will be circulated one month before the 

meeting. 

c)  Business to be transacted shall be:

To receive reports and accounts covering the past year.

To elect officers

9. VOTING

a) At the Annual General Meeting members with the power to vote are:

County committee members

-
One representative from each affiliated school, club, Young

persons group, college and University. 

10. SCHOOLS 

a) There will be a schools committee, which will be responsible for the organisation 

of all schools events, and the budget of all such events. 

b) The committee shall deal with any matter referred to it by the County committee. 

c) The schools committee will send a copy of its minutes to the county committee. 

d) A representative from the schools committee shall sit on the county committee 

11. DEVELOPMENT 

a) There will be a development group, which will actively promote netball for 

youngsters in Staffordshire. 

b) The group will promote competition, and budget for all events 

c) The group shall deal with any matter referred to it by the county committee. 

d) The group will send a copy of its minutes to the county committee. 

e) A representative from the group shall sit on the county committee. 

12.  DISCPLINARY 

a)  On receipt of appropriate reports concerning misconduct, the Association shall have 

the authority to investigate and discipline, member[s] who have breached the by 

laws of the AENA. 

b) The Association will appoint a Disciplinary Committee, which will be chaired by the 

Chairperson or Vice-chairperson, and two other members unconnected with the 

infringement under review. 
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c)  A disciplined member has the right to have their case heard by an Appeal 

Committee, providing a justifiable case can be made to the SCNA chair that the Disciplinary Committee acted unfairly or without all the facts. 

d) An appeal committee may affirm, vary or rescind, any action decided by the 

Disciplinary Committee. The appeal committee will consist of the Chair of SCNA, 

and two full members of the SCNA not involved in the Disciplinary Committee or 

the infringement. The decision of the Appeal Committee shall be the final decision 

of the County Committee. 

13.  EQUALITY 

a)  No participant or volunteer will receive less favourable treatment on the grounds of 

gender, marital status, social class, colour, race, ethnic origin, religious belief or 

disability; or will be disadvantaged by conditions or requirements which are not relevant to performance. 

14.  ARBITRATION AND MATTERS NOT PROVIDED FOR 

a)  Matters arising, not provided for in this constitution, will be decided upon by the 

County Committee.
